Movie “Pirates of the Caribbean: Dead Man's Chest”
Suggested message – Empowered to Witness/
Inside Out

The Movie Clip: "It points to the thing you want most is this world."

Introducing the Clip:
In the movie Pirates of the Caribbean: Dead Man's Chest, Jack Sparrow, I mean Captain Jack Sparrow, owes a debt to the captain of the Flying Dutchman, the terrifying Davy Jones. Facing the "locker," Jack must find the heart of Davy Jones in order to save himself. In this scene Jack tricks Elizabeth into helping him as he explains how his unique compass works.

BEGIN CLIP AT 1 hour 17 minutes and 02 seconds.

END CLIP AT 1 hour 20 minutes and 13 seconds.

Transitional Statement:
Imagine if we all had a compass like that. A compass that pointed to the things we wanted the most. Would we be surprised? Would we be embarrassed? Would we use it? Let's spend some time tonight thinking about the things we want and looking at what the Bible has to say about what our greatest treasure should be.
Movie “Hart's War”

Suggested Message – Great for any Easter theme
The Movie Clip: "You are willing to exchange your life for theirs?"

Introducing the Clip:
In the movie Hart's War. Colin Farrell plays Lt. Thomas W. Hart, a young WWII officer with a cushy job, who while on a routine delivery is ambushed, taken prisoner, tortured and sent to a POW camp. There he meets Col. William A. McNamara (Bruce Willis), a fourth-generation solider whose toughness is rivaled only by his cleverness.

The Americans continue to fight the war from behind the fences and plan an escape to destroy a nearby munitions plant. Every perceived act of rebellion by the prisoners is met with extreme retaliation. The Germans execute random prisoners for discipline, discouraging any attempts to escape. A murder in camp, a mock court marshal and racial tension provide them the chance to set a plan into motion. Everyone, especially McNamara, understands and is willing to accept the consequences for an escape attempt.

The stage has been set, the players are in place, and the trial is nearing its end. McNamara and 34 men are escaping while Hart delivers his closing arguments. Even though he is innocent, Hart is willing to sacrifice himself.

Transitional Statement:
Our culture loves heroes. We love stories of sacrifice. We want to celebrate those who are willing to sacrifice themselves for their country, their family, for their friends and yes, for God.

In this powerful scene we see one man willing to exchange his life for the lives of his men. That kind of sacrifice may lead to medals or to movies or even to victory. But only one sacrifice leads us home.

Movie “Shaolin Soccer”


Suggested Message –Show Your Love

Video Clip Idea Main Point: True love is sacrificial.

Leader’s insight: Shaolin Soccer is a movie based on a comic book. Filmed in China, it is about a retired professional soccer player who discovers a kung fu master named Sing. The two work together to build a soccer team of other kung fu masters, and they compete for big money at a national soccer championship. The movie is pretty funny, using Matrix-like technology to make great but ridiculous soccer matches. It is pretty clean, and the DVD comes with the original Chinese version (which we use for this discussion), complete with the English subtitles, and the newer English version, which is actually missing a scene or two and is dubbed in English. Important Note For Cuing The Film: The scene is only on the original Chinese version of the movie, so be sure you have selected that option when you first put the DVD in the player.


Introducing the Clip
In this particular scene, Sing (the main character of the film) sees a girl who uses kung fu techniques to make buns. He is so impressed by her technique that he instantly bursts into song to show her how much he admires her.

Transitional Statement:
I know this scene was really funny, but wouldn't you agree that this is a lot of what Hollywood and today's society tries to tell us love is all about? Both you and I know that there is something deeper out there. Guys, I don't want you to worry right now. I know that even the word itself can turn you off. Trust me, love isn't a pansy thing. And girls, I know that the word love really gets your interest. But pay attention. Perhaps some of you have the wrong idea about it. 

Movie The Fighting Temptations

Suggested Message –Baptism 

Movie Clip  I won't do it.
In this particular scene, Darrin is told that all choir members must be baptized.  There is definite anxiety in the choir members and in Darrin, and you actually hear different views on baptism.  The scene begins at the beginning of chapter 13, and ends right after Mr. Johnson's line "I won't do it!"  BE SURE TO STOP THE CLIP ON TIME, BECAUSE THERE IS SWEARING IN THE NEXT SCENE.

Introducing the Clip:
Baptism is mentioned over 90 times in the New Testament. It’s a subject that is obviously important to God but sometimes confusing to believers.  We’re going to take a look at this topic tonight and focus on one of the reasons that Christians decide to be baptized: God asks them to.   Here’s a movie clip that includes some attitudes about baptism.  Pay attention to what people seem to believe about God, Jesus, and baptism as you watch.  In this movie Darrin, played by Cuba Gooding Jr., has gone home to collect on a promised inheritance.  He is told that before he can get his money he must guide the church choir to success in a major choir competition.  The choir stinks and Darrin recruits new singers from all walks of life, even the local prison.  These guys can really sing… but joining the choir isn’t that easy. Watch this.

Transitional Statement:
There were many different people in that scene and each one of them probably had their own opinion baptism and what it is.  We’re going to give you a chance to talk about your opinions, and hopefully answer some of your questions regarding baptism.  Let's go ahead and break up into our small groups and begin this exploration.
