Object Lesson Options

Searching for Treasure

Needed:  Large punch bowl, one dime, several cans of veggies, sardines, bean dip, (you get the idea)

Mix all the contents in a large bowl (should resemble vomit).  Put a dime in the bottom. Have students come up one at a time and search for the buried treasure.  Give each one 30 seconds to find it.  Let winner keep the dime.  Explain that many times we look for answers in the wrong places, or we try things that are not good for us in order to get something of value.  In the end we are often left with something of little value

Would you rather…

Have students make a choice between one or the other

Be lied to or about?

Grow hair out of your nose or out of your ear?

Get a job making lots of money doing something you hate or doing something you love and make close to no money?

Have the mild or hot sauce from Taco Bell?

Drink sour milk or eat baby food?

Be punched in the stomach or be kissed by a member of the opposite sex?

Do 10 push-ups or 10 sit-ups?

Lick feet or sniff armpit hair?

Eat ketchup plain or mustard plain?

Talk about the choices and decisions we make everyday. Some choices are of no consequences. But other choices do. Of course the biggest choice we make is to follow after God
Can you Stand the Fire
Items Needed: Two regular latex balloons (fill one with water about 1/10 so that there's a sizeable puddle inside the balloon; fill the other with only air) and a lighter. Experiment with this before trying it in group.

Ask for a volunteer to come up and sit in a chair facing the crowd. Blow up one of the balloons full of air and hold it over the persons head. Ask the person or the audience what they think may happen when you hold a lighter to the bottom of the balloon. Then, while holding the balloon about a foot above the volunteer's head, click the lighter and put it under the fully inflated balloon. It should pop
immediately, sometimes scaring the person a little.

Then take out the balloon with the puddle of water in it. (Most of the time, the kids can tell you're about to do the same thing with the lighter to this balloon, thinking that it's gonna pop as well.)  Be sure to have this one ready before you go up to do this, since there's probably not a faucet on stage.  Ask the kids or the volunteer what they think will happen and tell them to make sure to sit still and not jump up or anything; it doesn't matter if they do, but this makes them think it's more fragile and there's a good chance they're gonna get wet.

When you put the flame to the bottom of the balloon this time, nothing happens. JUST MAKE SURE YOU KEEP MOVING THE LIGHTER AROUND IN SMALL CIRCLES ON THE BOTTOM OF THE PUDDLE.

Analogy: The water in the balloon makes the balloon act differently; it changes the way the balloon responds to heat. When empty the balloon behaves the way it does because of the properties that make up what it's full of - nothing.

When we accept Christ, we are asking God - through the power of the Holy Spirit - to come in and make us more like Him.  Yet sometimes, we still want to act like we used to. The Bible says the old self dies with Christ and we are made into new creations. Some people claim to have accepted Jesus as their Savior, yet they don't show any signs of being renewed. They are still fine with the fact that they gossip, they look down on the kids who are not that popular, they make no effort to love their neighbors or give themselves to the causes of Christ.

Two Truths and a Lie
Everyone think of two things about yourself that no one in the group knows.  They don’t have to be embarrassing or personal… we’re going to share them with the group.  They can be just random facts about yourself like, “I owned a poodle when I was a kid.”  Or something that happened, like, “When I was seven I was in a car accident where our car flipped over.”  Or something simple, but obscure, like, “I get up every morning at 6:15 so I can beat the rest of my family to the shower and get the hot water!”

Now think of a realistic lie about yourself.
Got em’?  Two truths and a lie?

We’re now going to go around the circle and share our “three facts about ourselves.”  Two of them are real.  One is false.

After each person shares all three, we’ll stop and vote (by a raise of hands) on which we think is the lie.  The person will then confess the lie and see how many people they stumped.  Then on to the next person… and so on.
