To the 42nd Annual Conference of the Pilgrim Holiness Churches of 
Ohio, greetings: 

In the providence of our all wise and gracious heavenly Father we 
have been spared to meet again. We bow our heads in reverence, and 
thanksgiving for His manifold blessings during the past year. He has 
enabled us to carry on and accomplish some things that shall be a me-
morial to His goodness and love until Jesus comes. 

First, we have enjoyed a spirit of unity and fellowship in this great 
district seldom known. God's people stand together. United in the spirit 
of blessed fellowship we have been able to press on in spite of odds 
seldom known. If there is the least semblance of division we are not 
aware of it. The Pilgrims of Ohio love one another with pure hearts 
fervently. This love and fellowship has produced a wonderful spirit of 
wholesomeness in our midst. 

Secondly, our church extension and home missionary work has been 
exceedingly encouraging during this past year. We have been able 
through the assistance of the good workers of the District to organize 
five new churches. These are ready to be presented to the conference. 
They are as follows: 

NEW PITTSBURG—Organized in the early fall with 13 mem-
bers. This work came into our church through the faithful ef-
forts of Brother William Lannert. Brother Hook was chosen as 
pastor and Brother Lannert, assistant pastor. 

VINTON—This church was organized at Easter time with 20 
members. It was through the excellent work of Rev, and Mrs. 
L. F. Knight that we were able to bring this good church into our 
work. Brother and Sister Knight moved to Vinton, purchased a 
building, put on a revival and God has signally blessed their ef-
forts. Rev. Kenneth Vance contributed considerable to this ef-
fort, and helped make it what it is today. 

MAUD—This church is located in a small village on Highway 25 
north of Cincinnati. We found there a fine group of saints who 
have taken the way of Holiness and love the truth. Among them 
are many fine young people. We organized with 14 members. 

NEW MIAMI—Brother Boyd Schell, a licensed minister of the 
District, was used of God to bring this good little church into 
being. He pastored the work for some time to the date of or-
ganization and then was instrumental in bringing the sheep into 
the Pilgrim fold. Here we have 12 members. 

JACOBSBURG—This work is of recent origin. Rev. Barber of 
the Indlam District held a gracious revival in this little eastern 
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Ohio town, and the result is a good substantial work for the

Insurance 

We recommend that the District Council be requested to have our 
District Treasury insured. 
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No. 8 
Minutes 

Because of the increase in the expense of printing, be it resolved that 
the price of the District Minutes be 25 cents per copy, the same to be 
paid for 30 days after received. 

No. 9 
Remuneration for Labors 

We recommend that the District Council be requested to properly re-
munerate every person who has by labor or service helped to prepare 
our grounds and to carry on the camp, so far as reason and consistency 
would permit. 

No. 10 
Statistician's Salary 

Be it resolved that the Statistician's salary be $50. 

No. 11 
Education Committee and Expenses

Be it resolved that the District Council and Camp Meeting Committee 
meet in a joint meeting and the duties of the camp meeting committee be 
outlined to them and they be subject to the District Council. 

No. 5 

Inasmuch as there is so much disturbance on the Camp Ground dur-
ing camp, be it resolved that some one who is acquainted with our peo-
ple be sworn in as an officer of the law with authority to keep the peace 
and that he be paid for his services. He shall be appointed by the District 
Council. His duties shall be to enforce the rules laid down by the Camp 
Meeting Committee. 

No.6 
Inasmuch as our evangelists and singers do not receive proper recogni-

tion, be it resolved that we separate them from the list of unstationed 
preachers in the Minutes. Their addresses should be listed with their 
names. 

No. 7 
We recommend in order to save the Educational and Examining Board 

a great deal of time and labor that our licensed ministers, in so far as pos-
sible, take the correspondence course leading to ordination from Owosso 
or some other school approved by the Educational Committee. 

No. 8 
Be it resolved that each local church or charge in the Ohio District 

shall enroll its pastor and wife in the Ministerial Benefit Association and 
pay from the local treasury their membership and call fees, also that it 
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shall be the duty of the pastor to turn over to the church board each call 

as it is presented to him, the District Secretary to notify the churches with 
application blank. 

No. 9 

Be it resolved that an Annual Sunday School convention be held in 

each Zone, the same to be under the supervision of the District Super-

intendent. Furthermore, that the District Sunday School Committee shall 

appoint committees in the various zones of the District to work under the 
supervision of the District Superintendent. 

No. 10 

Whereas the Manual provides that our people pay their tithes into 

the church in which they hold their membership—therefore we strongly 

urge that the matter be called to the attention of our people who wish 

to move to other communities. 

No. 11 

Report blanks shall be sent to all licensed, and ordained ministers, and 

deaconesses by July 15. That all reports of the same be sent to Statistician 

by July 25. If any fail to send this report by August 1, he must answer 

to the District Council and give reasons why he failed to do so. 

No. 12 

Be it resolved that all officers receiving a salary for said office, when 

necessary to have assistance to care for their work, shall select help only 

from those already holding complimentary tickets or pay for the needed 

help during camp and conference out of his own salary. 

No. 13 

We recommend that all matters of salaries of District officers be set-

tled before the election of officers, inasmuch as it is embarrassing to dis-
cuss these matters after election. 

No.14 

Be it resolved that all who rent a room or a cot at Camp furnish their 
own linen. 

No. 15 

Resolved that congregations be encouraged to conduct Daily Vacation 
Bible School in their churches. 

No. 16 

Resolved that every church in the Ohio District grant its pastor a 

two weeks' vacation with pay, if the pastor so desires. 

No. 17 

Whereas there is a growing need for concerted effort in our District 
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with respect to Sunday School work, the General Sunday School Com-
mittee recommends that the District conferences provide for a District 
Sunday School Committee or Board to promote Sunday School interests 
in the District, and to cooperate with the General Committee. We further 
recommend that said committee or board be appointed by the District 
Council, and that the District Superintendent be a member of said board. 

No. 18 
Resolved that the Conference Year end July 15, and the Treasurer's 

books close July 20, and all churches, in order to get their credit, must 
have their moneys in by that date. 

No. 19 
Only active and associate members of local Young People's societies 

and young people in our churches shall be invited to attend, with free 
entertainment, our State Young People's Convention. Only active mem-
bers are permitted to vote in the business meeting. 

No. 20 
The District Treasurer shall send a statement to all churches that are 

in arrears with their budgets six weeks prior to the close of the con-
ference year. 

No. 21 
Each church is requested to erect at its place of worship the name 

of the church and the name and address of the pastor. 

No. 22 
The District Council shall appoint two or more ladies to act as matrons 

in the girls' dormitory, during the Young People's Rally and the District 
Camp Meeting. 

No. 23 
That all money raised in the local church for District or General 

budget be sent by the local church treasurer directly to the District Treas-
urer, so the local church may receive due credit. 

No. 24 
Because of the necessity of the pastors and others getting in personal 

touch with the District Superintendent, be it therefore resolved that the 
District Superintendent have a telephone, the same to be paid for from 
District Funds. 

No. 25 

Be it resolved that the District Treasurer have cards printed designat-
ing what each church is required to raise for the District and General 
interest, and the cards be forwarded to each pastor as soon after the Con-
ference as possible. 
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No. 26 
Be it resolved that District Superintendent, the District Young Peo-

ple's Secretary, the District Young People's Treasurer and the Editor of 
the District Young People's paper constitute a District Young People's 
committee. That the District Superintendent be the chairman of said 
committee. 

No. 27 
Be it resolved that if a room is furnished and rent paid by the 

pastor, he shall have full authority of that room. If he does not in-
tend to occupy that room during the camp it shall be turned over to the 
Camp Secretary, unless he has ordered other campers to occupy the room. 

No. 28 
Be it resolved: 
A. That we extend to our General Superintendent a vote of thanks 

for his Christlike spirit and labors, and the efficient manner in which he 
has conducted the business of this conference. 

B. Also that we extend a vote of thanks to the District Secretary, 
District Treasurer, Statistical Committee, Camp Meeting Committee, the 
Educational and Examining Board, the cooks, and all others who have 
helped in any way to make the camp and conference the success and 
blessing that it has been. 

C. Above all do we reverently offer thanks to our Heavenly Father 
for His blessing upon us during the Camp and Conference.
