DISTRICT SUPERINTENDENT'S ANNUAL REPORT 

To the Forty-third Annual Conference of the Pilgrim Holiness Churches 
of the Ohio District, greetings: 

In the all-wise providence of a merciful God we have been spared to 
meet once more at an Annual Conference. For this we most humbly bow 
our heads and give Him thanks, for He, and He alone, has enabled us, as 
His children, to endure unto this day. 

We are thankful, first, for the wonderful fellowship we have enjoyed 
with Him throughout the Conference year. Grace has been given by which 
we have been enabled to live victoriously from day to day. Also, we praise 
our God for the unity and co-operation that has existed among our min-
isters and people in matters pertaining to the advancement of His glorious 
cause. The Ohio ministers and laity as a whole are a hard-working and 
sacrificing group, with the salvation of souls and the cause of righteousness 
in general considered as of greater importance than personal advantages. 

Through the blessing of our heavenly Father and the self-sacrificing la-
bors of some of our ministers we have four new churches to present to this 
Conference. They are: 

Troy, with fifteen members. This new church is the result of a Young 
People's Zone program launched more than a year ago in the Greenville 
Zone, under the capable leadership of the Rev. Mrs. E. M. Maddox as chair-
man. This group has purchased a lot and erected a church building. 

Chauncey, with a membership of forty-eight splendid members. Several 
months past Rev. Ray Pidcock secured the use of a second-story hall, and 
gathered about him a fine group of consecrated Christians, with the result 
that today they own the entire building. The outlook is bright for the fu-
ture welfare of this new church. 

Longstreth, with a fine membership of thirteen members. The use of an 
unoccupied schoolhouse had been secured for religious services, and as a 
consequence the Pilgrims there have purchased the schoolhouse, which 
had been constructed at a cost of sixteen thousand dollars, for the sum of 
only nine hundred dollars. This fine group of Pilgrims will be heard of 
in the tomorrows. 

Addyston: In the month of July a Pilgrim Holiness Church was organ-
ized in this small town, just west of Cincinnati, on the Ohio River, with 
thirteen members. This newest church has a nice lot, all paid for, where 
they expect to erect a church building in the near future. 

In addition to these four splendid new churches there is a nice group of 
Christians at Wellston ready to be organized as soon as we can get to them, 
and another group at Gallon that expect to be ready for organization in the 
not too distant future. For all this we give God thanks. 

There has also been much important work done on the camp ground dur-
ing the past year. Besides the concrete floor here in the tabernacle, a con-
crete floor has been poured in the basement under the dining room, pro-
viding much needed sleeping room for seventy-seven men and boys. The 
roof on the tabernacle has been completed, and is of a quality of material 
assuring adequate protection for many years to come. Eave-troughs and 
spouting have been placed on all the larger buildings, and a number of 
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lesser repairs and improvements have been made where necessary.

Conditions on the District: 
I believe I can truthfully say that the Pilgrim churches are, as a whole, 

in as good spiritual condition as I have ever known them to be. Over the 
entire District good revivals have been held with splendid results, many of 
the pastors reporting the best revivals in years This spiritual uplift has 
resulted in a more progressive attitude on the part of both pastors' and 
laity everywhere. Consequently there is a forward movement all along 
the line. New churches are being constructed, some remodeled and im-
proved, with such plans being made for the continuation of the progressive 
attitude so unmistakably in evidence this past year that the immediate fu-
ture looks good for our Ohio Pilgrims. 

There has been a slight increase in membership for the year. Also an 
increased average attendance of 624 in Sunday School. The Young Peo-
ple's Societies report an increase of 175 in average attendance. Financially, 
the Ohio District has collected the largest sum of money ever known in 
the history of the District. The reports show over $324,000.00 collected, 
with the pastors receiving better than $10,000.00 more than last year. Total 
offerings show better than $39,000.00 above that of last year. All and in all, 
it has been a very good year for the Ohio Pilgrims in every way. 

Personally, I have never enjoyed sweeter fellowship with the Lord in all 
my Christian experience. Grace and physical strength have been granted 
for all the many problems and the long miles traveled in connection with 
the labors of a District Superintendent. I have never enjoyed meeting 
with our Pilgrim people more than in the last twelve months. Every one 
of them seemingly put themselves out to make our visit among them as 
pleasant as is humanly possible. All the churches were visited twice, and 
many of them three or more times. 

In closing may we say that our most earnest prayer is that the good Lord 
will be pleased to continue to pour out His Holy Spirit on His people of the 
Pilgrim Holiness Church in the Ohio District in ever-increasing measure, 
resulting in a steady, healthy growth with which God will be well pleased, 
and upon which He can constantly smile with divine approval.

No. 17 
General Budget 

Be it resolved that we request the General Board to send a deputa-
tion worker to visit our local churches and assist the pastors in raising 
District Home Missionary and General Budget funds. 

No. 18 
Tithe 

Be it resolved that all persons generally support the interests of the 
church by their tithes and offerings, and that all gross receipts of the 
local church, excepting foreign missionary funds, district home missionary 
funds, general church budget, evangelistic support, and building funds, 
be tithed, the same to be forwarded to the District Treasurer. 

No. 19 
Bible School Trustee Expense 

Be it resolved that the District Treasurer shall pay from the District 
funds the fare of the Bible Holiness Seminary Trustees from Ohio, to and 
from trustee meetings. 

No. 20 
Camp Ground 

Inasmuch as no provision has been made to care for the financial obli-
gations of the camp ground, be it resolved that we ask the local churches 
to raise the equivalent of 25 cents per member per year to be forwarded 
to the District Treasurer. The same to be applied on the upkeep of the 
camp grounds. 

No. 21 
General Budget 

We recommend that the General Budget be raised monthly in the 
Sunday School or Church, taking any Sunday thought best for the of- 
fering.

District Conference Expense 

We recommend that all visitors attending the District Conference be 
charged a reasonable sum for meals, the price to be set by the committee 
in charge. This does not apply to ministers nor their wives. Amendment—
that each church and Young People's Society take a good liberal offering 
to provide for the expense of the delegate while attending the Annual 
Conference.

"If the local church does not 

properly divide the money, the District Treasurer is authorized to do so." 

—Sec. 127, Par. 12, "No church is permitted to specify funds until its 

monthly quota for General interests is paid." 

No.24 

DistricE Superintendent's Traveling Expense 
If any church calls the District Superintendent for more than his regu- 

lar visits during the Conference year, the church calling him is required 

to pay the actual expenso of such trips. 

No. 25 

Offering for Bible Holiness Seminary 
Resolved that we adopt the method as presented by a representative 

from Bible Holiness Seminary, that we take a second offering in the Sun- 

day School the third Sunday of each month for Bible Holiness Seminary. 

No. 26 

Provision for Camp 

Resolved that each local church be asked to bring the District pro- 

visions or an offering to alleviate the financial obligations of the camp. 

No. 27 

We recommend that the District Superintendent, when in need of ad-

ditional help in the administration of the District work, be authorized to 

secure the services of the Assistant Superintendent. We further recommend 

that the Assistant Superintendent be paid $10.00 per day plus 5 cents per 

mile for fraveling expenses for his services.

REPORT OF THE RESOLUTIONS COMMITTEE AS ADOPTED 
BY THE CONFERENCE 

No.1 

Inasmuch as there has been some dissatisfaction with district officials 
receiving office by acclamation, be it resolved that henceforth all district 
officials be elected to office by secret ballot. 

No. 2 

Be it resolved that the District Council nominate two or more candi- 
dates for the office of District Treasurer. 

No. 3 
Be it resolved that Young People attending the Young People's State 

rally must be approved by the Local Church Board and a statement be 
issued and signed by the church Secretary and Pastor and a meal ticket 
be issued by the Young People's District Secretary, otherwise they pay 
full fare for their entertainment. 

No. 4 

Be it resolved that the District Council and Camp Meeting Committee 
meet in a joint meeting and the duties of the camp meeting committee be 
outlined to them and they be subject to the District Council. 

No. 5 

Inasmuch as there is so much disturbance on the Camp Ground dur-
ing camp, be it resolved that some one who is acquainted with our peo-
ple be sworn in as an officer of the law with authority to keep the peace 
and that he be paid for his services. He shall be appointed by the District 
Council. His duties shall be to enforce the rules laid down by the Camp 
Meeting Committee. 

No. 6 
Inasmuch as our evangelists and singers do not receive proper recogni-

tion, be it resolved that we separate them from the list of unstationed 
preachers in the Minutes. Their addresses should be listed with their 
names. 

No. 7 
We recommend in order to save the Educational and Examining Board 

a great deal of time and labor that our licensed ministers, in so far as pos-
sible, take the correspondence course leading to ordination from Owosso 
or some other school approved by the Educational Committee. 

No. 8 
Be it resolved that each local church or charge in the Ohio District 

shall enroll its pastor and wife in the Ministerial Benefit Association and 
pay from the local treasury their membership and call fees, also that it 
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shall be the duty of the pastor to turn over to the church board each call 
as it is presented to him, the District Secretary to notify the churches with 

application blank. 

No. 9 

Be it resolved that an Annual Sunday School convention be held in 
each Zone, the same to be under the supervision of the District Super-
intendent. Furthermore, that the District Sunday School Committee shall 
appoint committees in the various zones of the District to work under the 
supervision of the District Superintendent. 

No. 10 

Whereas the Manual provides that our people pay their tithes into 
the church in which they hold their membership—therefore we strongly 
urge that this matter be called to the attention of our people who wish 
to move to other communities. 

No. 11 
Report blanks shall be sent to all licensed, and ordained ministers, and 

deaconesses by July 15. That all reports of the same be sent to Statistician 
by July 25. If any fail to send this report by August 1, he must answer 
to the District Council and give reasons why he failed to do so. 

No. 12 

Be it resolved that all officers receiving a salary for said office, when 
necessary to have assistance to care for their work, shall select help only 
from those already holding complimentary tickets or pay for the needed 
help during camp and conference out of his own salary. 

No. 13 
We recommend that all matters of salaries of District officers be set-

tled before the election of officers, inasmuch as it is embarrassing to dis-
cuss these matters after election. 

No. 14 
Be it resolved that all who rent a room or a cot at Camp furnish their 

own linen. 

No. 15 
Resolved that congregations be encouraged to conduct Daily Vacation 

Bible School in their churches. 

No. 16 
Resolved that every church in the Ohio District grant its pastor a 

two weeks' vacation with pay, if the pastor so desires. 

No. 17 
Whereas there is a growing need for concerted effort in our District 
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with respect to Sunday School work, the General Sunday School Com-
mittee recommends that the District conferences provide for a District 
Sunday School Committee or Board to promote Sunday School interests 
in the District, and to cooperate with the General Committee. We further 
recommend that said committee or board be appointed by the District 
Council, and that the District Superintendent be a member of said board. 

No. 18 
Resolved that the Conference Year end July 15, and the Treasurer's 

books close July 20, and all churches, in order to get their credit, must 

have their moneys in by that date. 

No. 19 
Only active and associate members of local Young People's societies 

and young people in our churches shall be invited to attend, with free 
entertainment, our State Young People's Convention. Only active mem-
bers are permitted to vote in the business meeting. 

No. 20 
The District Treasurer shall send a statement to all churches that are 

in arrears with their budgets six weeks prior to the close of the con-
ference year. 

No. 21 

Each church is requested to erect at its place of worship the name 
of the church and the name and address of the pastor. 

No. 22 

The District Council shall appoint two or more ladies to act as matrons 
in the girls' dormitory, during the Young People's Rally and the District 

Camp Meeting. 

No. 23 

That all money raised in the local church for District or General 
budget be sent by the local church treasurer directly to the District Treas-
urer, so the local church may receive due credit. 

No.24 
Because of the necessity of the pastors and others getting in personal 

touch with the District Superintendent, be it therefore resolved that the 
District Superintendent have a telephone, the same to be paid for from 

District Funds. 

No. 25 

Be it resolved that the District Treasurer have cards printed designat-
ing what each church is required to raise for the District and General

No. 32
